Introduction

FLAIR and Aspire are not the same, however, both 
perform similar functions.

Aspire Transaction History will be different, however, it 
should provide comparable information.
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Aspire Transaction History

The Data Has Changed
Some data fields will have direct FLAIR to Aspire mapping but this cannot be 
accepted as the general rule and will still need to be reviewed for format/length 
changes.

The derivation engine is not intended to act as a long term solution for FLAIR 
to Aspire or for Aspire to FLAIR data conversions.

Several FLAIR fields were combined into new Aspire chart fields.
The FLAIR General Ledger and Object Code fields were combined to form the 
Aspire Account chartfield resulting in new values that do not necessarily 
correlate to FLAIR.
The FLAIR State Fund, Fund Identifier, Budget Entity, and Category fields 
were combined to form the Aspire Appropriation chartfield.

Some data fields have been eliminated as there is no matching functionality in 
Aspire for the FLAIR field such as:

(includes payments by warrants/EFT/ACH, and cancellations)

A self-service model will be developed whereby agencies will 
have the ability to capture the records and the data elements it
needs. 
Data will be available on the transaction history tables for 32 
days after the day the data was added.
