Applications for Continuing Education Seminar and Partial Seminar Courses shall include the following:
1. An outline of the seminar sessions which identifies the major topics and subtopics to be discussed in each session. 

2. The outline shall also indicate how much time will be spent on each topic of a session. (Note: 60 minutes = 50 minutes of instruction + 10 minute break )

3. The provider will indicate the level of the seminar. (e.g. basic, intermediate, or advanced) 

4. Any additional materials that will be provided the attendee at the time of the seminar session. (e.g. Power Points, handouts, syllabus)

5. All Life, Health, Variable Annuity, and General Lines courses must include unauthorized entities subject matter per Florida Statute. 

(FS 626.7851, 626.732, 626.8311) 

Please note:
· Full seminars require the attendee to attend all sessions offered; and may include multiple lines of authority. The provider shall identify the line of authority for each seminar session.

· Partial Seminars allow the attendee to choose which seminar sessions they wish to attend; credit is awarded based upon student attendance. Partial seminars may only be approved for one line of authority. 

· All Full and Partial Seminar approval will expire after twelve months. 
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
