The list of 21 conventional storm names was exhausted and storms were then 
named using the Greek alphabet. This is only the second time the Greek 
alphabet was used as storm names. 
 
While we don’t typically think of hurricanes around the holidays, 2020 has 
shown us to expect the unexpected. Small changes in the way you prepare 
for a hurricane can help you and your family recover quicker in the event of a 
storm.
