It is safer to only carry the cash
  that you need.

 • Always sign your name or write “Check ID” on the back of
  your credit card, as soon as you get it.

 • Do not give your credit card number or personal

  that you do not know.  

 • Always check your account.  If there is a purchase that you
  have not made, call the number on the back of your card to
  talk to your bank or credit card company.
